Invocation was given by Vice Mayor Pam Harlowe 
Mayor Edwin Keller opened the Public Hearing for the 2010/2011 Budget and Tax Rates
Todd Fleming had a couple of comments concerning the lower revenue amounts for some lines such as BPOL, DMV, and sales tax. Mr. Fleming was wondering if there was a reason behind these lower amounts compared to the 2009 budget.  Mr. Harper addressed this question.  Mr. Fleming’s next question was if there was an allocation of funds for derelict buildings.  Currently there are no provisions for derelict buildings.
Tex Pierce addressed Council concerning the Capital part of the budget; it showed money for a New Town Hall as being in a loan format and the money from the County. His question was when is this going to take place.  Mayor Keller said at this time that is being worked on. Mr. Pierce questioned where the money to repay the loan was coming from to pay.  Pam Harlowe Vice Mayor wanted to make the public aware that there has been no decision to build a new building.
Hank Staudinger questioned whether there were going to be any water and sewer line repairs before a new building is built.  Mayor Keller stated that this is work in the progress.

Bernice Wilson-Kube asked that any money remaining in the beautification part be allowed to be carried over to the new 2010/2011 budget.  It can be brought back in July and ask to be carried over.
Mayor Edwin Keller closed the Public Hearing for the 2010/2011 Budget and Tax Rates.

Mayor Edwin Keller opened the public hearing for the closing of undeveloped part of Lee Street.  

Pat Tuccitto wanted to clarify if the Judd property is or is not included.  Mr. Maus gave information pertaining to the Judd property.  
David Whitlock expressed that the owners of the property of the factory are in favor of the closing of Lee Street.

Mayor Edwin Keller closed the public hearing for the closing of undeveloped part of Lee Street.
Roy Payne made a motion to close Lee Street from Mineral Avenue to Louisa Avenue.  William Thomas seconded the motion. Motion passed 5/0 with None voting in the negative.  Bernice Wilson-Kube abstaining

Standing Committee Reports:

Beautification / Anti-Litter Committee:  On April 17, 2010 there was a beautification festival and it was very successful.  The committee has been planting flowers around town. The next project for the committee is at Luck Field flowerbed.  
Budget & Finance Committee:  No report
Cemetery Committee:  The Town manager stated that the Council may want to start looking at doing the entire site plan.  Mr. Payne suggested that maybe the committee would consider marking off a part of the land for a pet cemetery.

Economic Development Committee:  The Farmer’s Market is going strong. 

Personnel Committee:  No Report
Police & Legal Matters Committee:  Mayor Keller handed out a report of all police matters that have happened in Town from January 1 to April 30.  Mayor Keller has spoken with the sheriffs department and this report will be available each month.  Mr. Payne stated that the report is much appreciated and questions the speed of the officers traveling when responding to minor calls.  Mr. McGehee stated that he will check into this.  Mr. Thomas also stated that the area around his home is being policed and he is appreciative of this.
Streets Committee:  No report
Walton Park Committee:  Awaiting the submittal of the application for the use of Walton Park for the Bluegrass festival.
Water & Sewer Committee:  Manholes have been found or eliminated for the sewer GPS map upgrade.  Mrs. Harlowe asked what was the status of the Gordon sewer line. Mrs. Harlowe informed Council and staff Ms. Gordon had informed her 30 to 60 days ago they were not able to flush toilet paper. Town Manager Mr. Harper stated that there are plans to repair and he was unaware of the Gordon’s inability to flush toilet paper. An estimate will be gotten for the repair of this line. Note -The Gordon’s sewer line was fixed by Town staff. 
New Business:
Tree removal bids 312 Mineral Avenue – discussion followed. Roy Payne made a motion to table the bids until the next meeting.  William Thomas seconded the motion. Motion passed 6/0 with None voting in the negative.
Resolution for children at play sign for 7th Street – it was suggested that signs also be placed at the Ballfield and playground on Louisa Avenue and place another sign at Piedmont between 5th and 7th.  Roy Payne made a motion to adopt the resolution with the addition of a sign being placed at Piedmont between Seventh Street and Fifth Street and to have signs placed at Luck field and the playground on Louisa Avenue.  Roy McGeHee seconded the motion. Motion passed 6/0 with None voting in the negative.

Decision-Demo of Duke House - Roy Payne made a motion to reject all bids and have it rebidded.  William Thomas seconded the motion.  Mr. Payne withdrew his motion. Mr. Thomas agreed to the motion being withdrawn.
Roy Payne made a motion to have the bids reviewed by Mr. Harper and Mr. Maus and this meeting will be continued to Tuesday the 18th of May at 7:00 p.m.  Bernice Wilson-Kube seconded the motion.  Motion passed 6/0 with None voting in the negative.

Pubic Private Partnership – discussion - Bernice Wilson-Kube made a motion to table this for 30 days.  Roy Payne seconded the motion. Motion passed 6/0 with None voting in the negative.

Old Business:
Decision-Shop/Storage Building:  discussion followed. 
William Thomas made a motion to put this out to bid.  Bernice Wilson-Kube seconded the motion.  Motion passed 6/0 with None voting in the negative.

 Discussion-Fence at Walton Park – it was asked for the Town Manager to obtain the estimated cost for the fence on the Town’s side.
Discussion-Install new valve in 4” line at First St/Mineral Ave - Roy Payne made a motion to proceed to obtain completive bids for this work.  Bernice Wilson-Kube seconded the motion.  Motion passed 6/0 with None voting in the negative.

Building Committee – The committee of William Thomas and Roy Payne had been appointed by Mayor Keller last year. Mayor Keller asked Todd Fleming to join this committee. This committee will have a set meeting time and place and this will be advertised in the Town hall.

Old Trevilians School - Roy Payne made a motion to have the Town Manager obtain the cost of the moving of this school building.  William Thomas seconded the motion.  Motion passed 6/0 with None voting in the negative.

Roy Payne made a motion to go into closed session for actual litigation .Brooks Besley seconded the motion. Motion passed 6/0 with None voting in the negative.
