Others present:  Harper, Town Manager; Maus, Town Attorney; Hank Staudinger, Ed Kube and James Dodd, citizens.

Mayor Keller called meeting to order at 19:05

Mayor Keller recognized James Dodd who presented for himself and MVFD their desire for the fencing at Walton Park be done before the Mineral Bluegrass Show.  Mr. Dodd said the MVFD has raised money to put the fence along the Western border of the former St. Cecilia Avenue from Fifth Street to the end of the property/town limit.  He said they wanted to use Split-Rail in open spaces and a metal fence in the wooded area.
Ms Harlowe asked how much donation had been raised. (no reply).  She said she understood the firemen were going to use a plastic fence at festival time, then take it down.  
Ms Wilson-Kube said the council had already voted MVFD erecting a temporary fence.  She said there was talk of various fencing and it should all match.  She acknowledged Council could do nothing about the Jarvis fence.  Suggested the fencing be purchased together.  She said the council did not vote to do the fence.
Ms Harlowe said the fireman were going to use split rail on their fence.  She asked if it would be well done or just slapped up.  
Ms Wilson-Kube said no metal fencing, she would not support that.  She asked why would MVFD pay for the area back of Duke Oil Co. etc.?

Mr. Dodd replied the money was donated.

Mayor Keller said it would still be the town’s fence in that area.

Mr. Payne asked if the town would be entrapping the MVFD by requiring the same type split rail fence.

Ms Wilson-Kube said it should match.
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Ms Harlowe asked if the school would be interested in installing the fence.  The town manager said the school was planning to finish the stage and steps next fall.  They will only have one semester to work on it.

Ms Wilson-Kube suggested the MVFD get with the town manager to match fencing and no metal fencing.

Mr. Dodd added it has now been almost a year since the old fence was taken down and -
Mr. Besley added the different approaches are well worth looking at and if it falls together a fence goes up fine, if not do the temporary fencing.

Ms Wilson-Kube suggested the town manager get prices for the fence and poll council about moving ahead.  

Mayor Keller reinterated it would be for the fence down Fifth Street and the MVFD would do from Fifth Street to the town limit along Western border of the former St. Cecilia Avenue.

Ms Harlow suggested buying the material and letting the MVFD install all of it.  Get material prices.

Mayor Keller then instructed town manager to get prices and poll council.  

DEMOLITION OF DUKE HOUSE
Ms Harlowe suggested going forward we always require a meeting (1) of potential bidders on all projects.  (Mandatory potential bidder meeting)
Motion by Ms Wilson-Kube to award the bid for demolition of the Duke House to Central Virginia Contractors as the low responsive bidder.

Second by Mr. Besley, Motion carried 4-0 by roll call vote. 

TREE REMOVAL AT DUKE HOUSE

Ms Wilson-Kube inquired if the town has to take the low bid.  She has been very pleased with the work of RK in the past.

Ms Wilson-Kube motioned to award bid to Partlow Tree Service.

Mr. Besley voiced his satisfaction with RK in past work and the fact he is local.  

Mr. Payne said he was equally satisfied with RK.
Ms Wilson-Kube withdrew her motion.

After more discussion on which bid could be chosen, Mr. Maus informed the council that unless it could be shown the low bidder was not in conformance or responsible, council was obligated to award bid to them.

Ms Wilson-Kube moved to award the bid to Partlow based on bid amount and it was noted they had performed work at the cemetery in the past with satisfactory results.

Ms Harlow seconded, motion passed 4 – 0 by roll call vote.
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RESOLUTION TO NAME 208 V. EARL DICKINSON MEMORIAL HIGHWAY

Motion by Mr. Payne
Second by Ms Wilson-Kube, motion carried 4 for 0 against.

Council was advised the Walton Park signs are in and will be installed as soon as town personnel can get to.  They will be installed on the existing VDGIF post with Wildlife Area notice.

Council was made aware of Community Service people available.  The town manager informed them one generally was in town anyway so may as well use him to do work in town.  Council agreed.

Ms Wilson-Kube moved to adjourn at 19:52, second by Mr. Besley, motion carried 4 for 0 against.
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
